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The Filmclub is a landmark for South
Tyrolean cinephiles. It was founded
as a cultural association in the late
1970s, during a time of great cultural
excitement, movements, ideas, and
aspirations, in which auteur cinema
played an important role.




The Filmclub retains from its origins
the aspiration to be a place open to
dialogue and debate, both inside and
outside its three screening rooms.

In addition to Bolzano the association
is also present in Merano, at the former
Cinema Ariston, and in other locations
(Bressanone, Egna, Silandro, Brunico,
and Vipiteno).
